The next U.S. census is set to be 
mailed out to households across the 
country in March of 2010.  The 2010 
Census is one of the shortest forms in 
history.  It asks 10 questions and only 
takes about 10 minutes to complete.  
Accurate census data impacts the num-
ber of seats your state occupies in the 

U.S. House of Representatives and affects how more than 400 billion dol-
lars in federal funds are distributed each year.  Those funds help pay for 
such things as public education, road repair and construction, public trans-
portation, programs for the elderly and emergency food and shelter.  In fact, 
for each citizen who mails back a census form, their own town or city re-
ceives approximately $175 per year for needed community services (that’s
